To attach to a bolt-on bed frame, use the slots in the headboard legs.

For King/California King Headboards: Use the outside slots for King size, and the inside slots for
California King size.

For Full/Queen Headboards: Use the outside slots for Queen size, and the inside slots for Full size.

Attach the headboard brackets at the end of the bed frame to the slots in the headboard legs
using attachment hardware. Slide “U” and “T” washers onto “S” bolts. Then, from the back side of
the headboard, insert the bolts through the slots in the leg for your size bed and into the slots in
the headboard bracket on the bed frame.

Hold the bolts steady with the “R” Allen wrench. Attach a “V” nut and “T” washer to the other
side of the bolt as shown. Tighten the nut against the bed frame bracket with the “X” wrench.
(Bed frame is not included.)
